The College is committed to the health and safety of its students, and seeks to provide, as 

far as practicable, a safe and supportive environment. The school seeks to facilitate the 

inclusion and safe participation of all students in the educational experiences offered by the 

school, including students who have a diagnosed health care, complex care needs or 

medical condition. 

 

POLICY SYNOPSIS  
 

The Medical Management Policy outlines how the College meets its duty of care for students 

who have a diagnosed health care, complex care need or medical condition. (It excludes 
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Anaphylaxis Management Plan, where relevant, to be followed with respect to a 

diagnosed healthcare need, medical condition or allergy, provision of personalised care 

and support and details of any dietary restrictions for the child 

• relevant medical authorisations for the administration of prescribed or ‘over the counter’ 

medication (see also the school’s Administration of Medication to Students 
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person named in the child's enrolment record as authorised to consent to administration of 

medication or, if such a person cannot reasonably be contacted in the circumstances, a 

registered medical practitioner or an emergency service. Medication may be administered 

to a child without an authorisation in case of an anaphylaxis or asthma emergency.
